From the above it is quite evident that 
'J.L.Ure' is an anonymous writer with a fictitious 
address, and I resent having to answer it, 

Regarding the substance of the complaint, I 
have to advise as follows* 

1. There are some open drains, which I do not consider 
dangerous, but the rough, eroded ground between the 
huts and the new sewerage block require attention by 
the Public Works Department. I have reported on this 
matter previously. 

2. A culvert that could have been a danger has been 
adequately protected by the Public Works Department, 
following on requests by the Parents and Citizens'

3. Playground supervision is properly organized and
